Some symptoms of malware and viruses include com-
puter operation considerably slowing down, computer failing for no 
known reason, files disappearing, programs start "popping up" ran-
domly and other unexpected events.

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The Old High School Project 
In December 2006, Rune Frossmo, purchased the Old Troy High School.  At the time, he did not have many plans for the building, he just wanted to save it from being 
bulldozed.  The thought on his mind was, “if this building was my High School, I would want it saved.”  The plans now are that Rune wants to give the usage of this 
building back to the community. The restoration of the Old High School has become known as the Old High School Project.  The objective for this project is to convert 
the Old High School into “something” the community wants.  Rune Frossmo will make the building available for this purpose.    Once the “something” is identified by 
the community, the procedure will be to help Rune make this happen.  Rune has hired a grant-writer, Michele Vachon, to write grants for each segment of the project as 
it is determined.  When the “something” is established, the group or people that will operate this “something” will be responsible for operating costs, such as insurance, 
upkeep, maintenance, and utilities for their section.   
�
The Old High School building is 100 years old this year.  The first phase of the restoration process has been dedicated to the Troy Historical Society.  They have been 
given the lower level space to use for their Heritage/Historical Museum.  Progress is moving fast and it is hoped that the Museum space will be completed by Troy Days 
2009.  There are plans to restore the building to National Registry standards.  What is known as the New Gym will be available for use by the community projected for 
this Fall.  Utilities for the New Gym will be worked out with each group who wants to use the space. 
�
This summer will be an open community input period.  Horizons will conduct open meetings for individuals to attend, so they may express their ideas and concerns.  
Look to the Troy Talk and the Latah Eagle in the future, for a list of questions that we need answered by community members.  We can make this building fit the needs 
of the community, if you give us your input.  We do have some input from surveys that have been done in the past and results from the Horizons Study Circles.  We are 
taking all of this into account.  Community members that have gotten on board to donate services and time to the Historical Society include Pete Abbott, Marty 
McCully, Mike Strom, and many others.  There is a sign in sheet as you walk into the lower level.  We are tracking hours for grant-writing purposes.  Work Parties 
for the Historical Society will be held almost every Saturday this summer.  Rune Frossmo, the Troy Historical Society, and Troy Horizons invite you, “Come help us 
make it be what you want it to be!” 

What is Horizons currently doing?�
Horizons has contracted the services of local architect Karen Owsley for the Troy Historical Society to create schematic drawings of 
the Museum space in the lower level of the Old High School; has contracted the services of local facilitator Jim Withim, to help Ho-
rizons and Rune Frossmo find out from organizations how they want the Old High School to be used; will be providing the food for 
the workers constructing the New Playground on July 11 & 12, 2008; will provide a historic slide show to be shown in the New 
Gym of the Old High School during Troy Days 2008; will give tours of the lower level for anyone who wants to see the progress 
being made there; is organizing a marathon on the Latah Trail, for the projected completion in September of the Moscow-Troy 
stretch, that will end in Troy followed by a celebration; is working with the Troy Youth in Crisis Committee to provide community 
movie nights in the park or at the Old High School; and many more…�
�
Horizons long-term role will ultimately be decided by the community.  Troy Horizons will continue for 1 year, described as Phase II 
of the process, with a grant that is projected to be awarded in September 2008.  After that, it is up to us.  There has been some dis-
cussion of creating a non-profit (501c3) entity to continue Troy Horizons and the projects in place.  The Horizons program has estab-
lished community blogs for each of their communities.  Our blog site is      http://troy.communityblogs.us   Please visit this site and 
read what is posted.  You will need register to blog on it, but anyone can read what is posted.  This site is for community informa-
tion.  Anything can be posted, as long as it is clean.  If you have problems getting started or don’t know what to do, email me.  I will
